3. DATE AND TIME

7. ENTRIES
These open with the publication of these regulations and close at 5.00pm on Friday 28 July 2006.  Entries received after this time and up until the day of the event will be deemed to be a Late Entry, incurring an additional fee.

Entries are to be made on the correct form and to be deemed valid must be complete in all details and accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Acceptance will be at the organising committee’s discretion and as a result of scrutineering requirements. The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the prescribed provisions of the National Sporting Code and these regulations.

Acceptance of entry will be notified by email – or standard post if no email address is given on the entry form.

FEES: The entry fee is $80.00 (which includes GST) and MUST accompany the official entry form.  Cheques shall be made payable to Wellington Car Club.

LATE ENTRIES WILL INCUR AN ADDITIONAL FEE OF $40.00

NUMBER OF STARTERS: The organisers reserve the right to abandon the event if less than 25 entries are received at the closing date. The maximum number of starters will be 65 with the option of running an additional five reserves at the discretion of the Clerk of Course on the day. Any additional entries will be placed on the reserve list in order of receipt.

COMPETITOR REQUIREMENTS: in signing the entry forms competitors are deemed to fully understand the relevant articles and regulations as contained in the NZ Motorsport Manual, No 33.  This is also a declaration that the vehicle they are competing in is up to all required standards.  

Sponsors decals; shall be affixed at documentation and remain in place for duration of event.

Rollcages; Roll Protection is Compulsory at this Event, and Shall comply with Schedule A, and Schedule AA of Motorsport Manual 32.

Please note; NO slicks permitted.  ( refer Clubsport Manual for eligibilty )

8. SCRUTINEERING / DOCUMENTATION
Scrutineering and documentation as per Schedule A or AA of the NZ Motorsport Manual No 33, will be held on 

Date  :  Friday 4 August 2006 for all entries received at that time.

Times :   6.00pm  until  7.30pm

Any out-of-towners or late entries will be audited at the venue before the event, at the organising committee’s discretion.

ALL DRIVERS MUST POSSESS AND PRODUCE THE FOLLOWING FOR INSPECTION AT DOCUMENTATION:

· Current Civil Drivers Licence

· Current Motorsport NZ Competitors Licence

· Current Motorsport NZ Affiliated Car Club Membership card

· Crash Helmet and Overalls as specified in the NZ Motorsport Manual No 33

· Fire Extinguisher

· Tyres intended for use at the events

· Log Book for purpose built vehicles ie: roll-caged vehicles

· Entrant /Driver declaration of vehicle compliance with Schedule A or AA

All vehicles must display the scrutineering sticker provided

All vehicles must be presented in a clean tidy condition

REMEMBER; ANY DRIVERS WISHING TO TAKE PASSENGERS MUST BE SCRUTINEERED TO DO SO

9. PRACTICE / OFFICIAL RUNS

Each competitor will have a timed Practise Run.  This will be followed by three official timed runs, except where a competitor fails to start when requested, or through force majeure.  That competitor will forfeit that run.

Competitors will be required to run in numerical order, except where dispensation is granted by the Clerk of Course.  If a competitor fails to get dispensation they will forfeit that run.

Results will be established using each competitor’s fastest official run.

If time permits after competition, there will be runs for any attending sponsors.

PASSENGERS
Passengers will be permitted to travel in all timed and official runs. Please let the Start Line Marshals know whether you intend to carry passengers so that they can sign an indemnity form.  Drivers are required to ensure all passengers wear appropriate safety equipment (in accordance with Schedule A & AA), which must also be available for scrutineering.

Those willing to carry passengers will be invited to take part in the marshals / officials run following the event. Please indicate this to the event secretary at documentation.

10. PROTESTS
Protests shall be in accordance with the National Sporting Code and directed to the Clerk of Course on the day.

11. PROVISIONAL / FINAL RESULTS
Provisional Results will be posted at the venue during competition. A complete set of results will be posted as soon as practical following the conclusion of the event.

Results will be declared final 30 minutes after being posted if there are no unresolved protests. Any competitor withdrawing from the event should immediately notify the Secretary or Clerk of Course. Failure to do so will result in disqualification from the event and all corresponding results.

12. BEHAVIOUR
Competitors are requested to drive considerately to and from the event.  Alcohol and drugs are not permitted.  All competition numbers must be removed while the competition car is outside the venue.

Competitors are requested to refrain from familiarising themselves with the course prior to competition commencing, we remind you that road closures are not easy to obtain and any abuse of this privilege will not be tolerated.

During the event no competition car will be allowed to leave the venue (past the road closure barriers) without the permission of the Clerk of Course.  Previous issues with competitors warming tyres and brakes outside the venue has lead to complaints from residents, this sort of behaviour will not be tolerated.
